How will existing parking be impacted during construction?

The construction company will use the Kelly Street lot as a construction entrance and construction park
lot will serve as a staging area for construction materials, construction parking, and provide constructior
ers a separate entrance.

How will student drop off and pick up be handled during construction?

Students will continue to arrive to school using the same procedures that are currently in place. Busse:s
tinue to drop off/ pick up students in the bus loop in the front of the building. Families who drop off/ pick
students will continue to utilize the loop around the gravel lot. All students will enter the building using t
0old main entrancedé by the auditori um. As par
tion offices will be relocated to the center entrance (across from the auditorium) to allow construction of
new main entrance and renovation of the existing administration area. Families needing to dismiss stud
ing the school day will be buzzed in that entrance.

Will the pedestrian routes to the school change and, if so, in what way?

The pedestrian routes to and from the surrounding streets will change because of the designation of the
Street lot as a construction entrance. This lot will be fenced and students who are walking from that ne
hood will have to walk to Holliston Street to access the building from the front.

How will construction be handled for MCAS testing to minimize impact on students?

The construction specifications will include additional restrictions to onsite construction during critical te:
periods, including MCAS testing, which will minimize the effect on the students during these periods.
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Will PE classes and MABA youth basketball be interrupted by the construction work?

No, PE classes and the MABA youth basketball leagues will not be interrupted during the construction p
gyms will be available for the MABA youth basketball league.

What will be the hours of work during construction?

The construction hours of work will be 7:00 am to 5:00 pm, Monday through Friday. Any work required o
these hours will require advance notice and permission from the Town.

What measures will be taken to control dust and debris during construction and will air quality be
monitored?

The construction specifications will require dust control measures to minimize migration of dust from the
Measures include building walls that separate construction areas from student populated areas. The OP
that these measures are adhered to on a daily basis.

What measures will be taken to separate construction workers from the student population and
how will workers be monitored?

The construction zone will be fully separated from the students at all times. All workers will be required t
a strict ono fraternizationdé policy prohibitin
ers will need to enter non work zones, they will be signed in at the main office and a visitor pass will be v
workers will have a CORI (background) check prior to starting work on the project.

How will handicap accessibility be handled at the site and in the building ?

Both the site and the building will be designed to be as accessible as it is currently. After the completion
project, the middle school will be ADA compliant.

What precautions will be taken during the asbestos abatement removal process?

The construction company has extensive experience with the asbestos abatement removal process. Th
required to adhere to Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) performance standards that comply with all local, state anc
for occupied buildings. The Town will hire an Industrial Hygienist to oversee, inspect and test air quality
after abatement is completed. Clean air must be achieved prior to an area being turned back over for scl

How will the Fire Dept. access the building in case of emergency?

All plans for the building, including constplwiging plan, will be submitted and reviewed by the Medway Fi
Department.

Will the construction project impact the students and the operation of the school?
