A Questions are based on the YRBS from the
CDC and.-measure risk behaviors related to
tobacco, alcohol and drug use, diet, physical
activity, suicide, and violence.



Substance Use Patterns in Medway:
Grade 7 and 8

A 25% of MMS students have experimented witl
alcohol or other substances.

A 21% of MMS students have had at least one
drink, with 9% reporting drinking in the last 30
days.

A 9% have smoked cigarettes (4% last 30 days)
A 9% have smoked marijuana.

A All results are similar to the other MetroWest
district results.



Substance Use Patterns in Medway:
Grade 912

A By grade 12, 63% of MHS students have had at leas
one drink (45% last 30 days).

ABy grade 12, 41% of st u:¢

A 20% of students have driven after drinking.

A 21% have ridden with underage drivers who have be
drinking.

A All'of these figures are slightly higher than the
MetroWest trends.



Substance Use Patterns in Medway:
Grade 912

A By senior year:
0 6 % of students have regularly smoked cigarettes.
0 7% of students misuse prescription drugs.
0 23% of students have smoked marijuana.

These figures are generally much lower than
MetroWest results overall.

A Personal property theft is common (17%), but
lower than in MetroWest.

A Only 3% felt unsafe at school.

A 5359% of MPS students rarely or never wear
safety helmets.

A Drinking after driving or riding with a driver
who has been drinking is a concern.
